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Policy:

Bethune-Cookman University is a participant in the Advanced Placement Program (AP)
and the International Baccalaureate (I1B) Diploma Program. If the course or courses taken
by a new freshman, while in high school, satisfies the criteria for content and rigor of the
college level course, it may be determined that the student has satisfied the requirement
for a particular course or courses. The decision to give college credit for AP and IB
courses rests with the academic department in which the course is taught. Interested
students should apply through the Office of the Registrar.
